Why RDA?
• First we have to ask 

– Who are we cataloging for?
– For what environment are we cataloging? 
– How can we streamline cataloging?

• What we catalog has expanded
– Not just books, but videos, audio music, audiobooks, text and 

music for i-pods, etc.
– Re-workings of works into play-scripts, online resource, 

adaptations for children, translations, films, etc.
– Variations have new contributors or agencies but all are related 

to the original other
– AACR2 mixed content and carrier

• Relationships for all these materials need to be made 
clear to the user

Who are we cataloging for?
	Not for the pretty bibliographic record.
We have formats to deal with
Re-workings of the original work have new names we should reference. Videos have producers. Audio-books have narrators. Music has often had to cope with changes of orchestral scores, altered for one instrument. They need to link back to the original work.
The content vs. carrier issue has been hard to explain. Currently you need to catalog the content and chose the LDR for that. Then add 006 and  007 to bring out the carrier. ODIN uses these plus the 008 to bring out what results when you have mixed them in one record and display it to the user. Online book means a monograph content on an Internet carrier.
Content is the intellectual and cultural nformation contained in the resource in the formt of text, still and moving images, cartography, notations (music), sound, tactile forms, etc.
Carriers are the means by which we preserve and access the content. Some carriers can be used directly by people, like books.  Others carriers are groups according to the type of mediation equipment requried, e.g. projected media (films) or computer/digital media (CD, DVD, online)
Relationships between these incarnations of the author’s original work and between the various formats is not made clear in most OPACs.

CONSER and GPO Abridged
• CONSER standard and the GPO Abridged support the 

idea that primarily all you need is enough description to 
identify and a lot of valid access points 

• What can we eliminate and still create a functioning 
record?

• For example you don’t need a 4XX, just use the valid 
830



New OPACS uses

• Bibliographic record link to SFX
• From a database via SFX or WorldCat to 

local catalog
• From courseware
• To book covers, to Google books, to 

Amazon
• WorldCat Identities

OPAC presentations can do a lot of new functions. We may expect additional data in the bibs of links possible from them for book reviews, book covers, links to online resources, social tagging, etc. Or, we may use the bib record as an anchor to link other services to.

WorldCat Identities
• WorldCat data in a different light
• An Identities profile takes the holdings and metadata contributed by   

cataloging member libraries, and uniquely re-uses them to create a 
reference page with broad appeal to Web users. Information 
available in an Identities profile relative to the profilee includes:

• An overview with the total number of published titles, languages in 
which those titles are published, story genres, and roles the person 
has assumed (author, performer, narrator, etc.)

• A timeline, displaying by year the number of publications either 
created by or about the profilee

• A list of titles most owned by WorldCat libraries, with brief 
descriptions and selected cover art

• A "tag cloud" of associated library subject headings
• Links to other identities commonly associated with the current 

profilee
• Uses FAST subjects in the clouds

You can set WorldCat searches to do deeper links to your local catalog. Catalog links current in the Registry allows people to reach your item records directly without having to repeat their search.

Are these better?

• Are these just more attractive or better?
– If authorities aren’t included, subject access is 

often not very relevant to what the user really 
wanted 

– You don’t see the whole bibliographic record
– Terminology not always consistent or clear, 

e.g. Creator on one screen and Author on 
another

When viewed in a newer catalog, you rarely see the whole bibliographic record
	I believe you do need to be able to see it when you do need the nitty-gritty details
	Not all implementations bother providing access to the MARC record 



Primo at Vanderbilt

Vanderbilt Primo (Discovery Library) select individual title – lots of options but no MARC. You can refine with something called Top level, or Topic or Creator, etc.
Is differentiation between subject and genre clear to the user?
Facets presented aren’t very related in the same way cross references in a thesaurus or LCSH would be
Mary Charles Lasater’s notes This is Discovery Library search of ‘sermons’. There are several things to note on this screen. Relevancy is working pretty well. The first two items are FRBR displays and we really do have 5 versions of ‘Fifteen sermons by John Henry Newman’. The topic facet has entries for what are probably ‘Genre’ terms… Sermons, English is  probably a collection or a sermon, not about Sermons. AND of course this is the beginning of a list of over 20,000 records. Thankfully we can ‘drill down’ and not look one screen at a time.

MCL notes: Notice the two ‘available’ listings Internet and Central Library. I like that access points on either of the records will ‘discover’ this title. Sometimes that may ‘throw’ the reference librarians who really like to understand how this search showed up.

Music concerns: initial encounter is pleasing but does it easily support the serious researcher? Finding specific things takes just a much or more work than the traditional catalog 
Thorough cataloging is still needed

Users are still looking for books but they are also looking for information at a deeper level. The carrier is more or less irrelevant to people. If what they need is an�image, a text, a song, a map, or whatever is available on paper, on a rock, or digitized, we need to give access to it. �	New environments mean we need to think about cataloging differently. What do we need on our records? What don’t we need? What do we need to change? Will errors suddenly be more visible? Do our rules need to give us more options and be more flexible? That is part of the impetus in moving to RDA.
