The Heart of America Library in Rugby celebrated
the summer by “Catching the Reading Bug!” The
reading program served 60 children, ages 7-12,
with a variety of buggy stories, activities, and
games. The children earned ladybugs for the
number of hours or books read. The children

also learned about a variety of bugs and insects
and participated in activities like painting rocks,
constructing bees, and creating butterflies. The
overall goal was to read 1,000 books this summer.

What Do Rural Libraries Need?

North Dakota State Librarian Doris Ott, Assistant
State Librarian Cindy Larson, and Robin R. Cabot,
Senior Program Officer of State Library Programs
at the Institute of Museum and Library Services
(IMLS) in Washington, D.C., want to know what
small, rural libraries need and how federal grant
dollars are being used for technology and library
services in such libraries. To help answer those
questions, site visits to six rural North Dakota
libraries have been planned. In mid-July, the
three visited the Hebron Public Library and

met with local librarian, Georgianne Wehri.
They talked about computer usage, programs

for children and senior citizens, a collaborative
project of the Hebron Public Library, Hebron
Public School Library, and Glen Ullin Public
School Library to add library records to WorldCat
and share resources, and more.

Thirty and counting ...

The Minnewaukan Library observed its 30th
birthday in April 2008 and set a goal of
$5,000 for its annual fund drive. The town
of Minnewaukan also observed the 125th
anniversary of its founding this summer.

“The Noiseguy” Visits Libraries

Charlie Williams AKA “The Noiseguy” helped

the Minot Public Library kick off its summer
reading program in May. Williams is a comedian,
storyteller, and author, who can also make
amazing sounds. A highlight of his presentation
was reading Flush: an Ode to Toilets complete
with imitations of different flushing sounds. “The
Noiseguy” was also part of the kickoff for the
summer reading program in Bismarck.

Changes in New Rockford

Thanks to a project of the 2006 Eddy County
Strategic Planning Survey, the New Rockford

City Library and Eddy County Job Development
Center will soon share space in a formerly vacant
building. The survey found that the library is the
best location for training in rural areas. Further
research showed that the existing library needed
more space for its own needs and that its facilities
would be inadequate to incorporate a training/
technology center. Through a partnership effort,
the former St. Aloisius Clinic was donated to the
community and funding was secured from several
government and private entities for renovation.
The project should be completed by September
15 and the library open in its new location by
October 1, 2008.

Artifacts on Display

A collection of some 1,500 artifacts from the
1864 Battle of Killdeer Mountain was unveiled
at Stoxen Library, Dickinson State University,
on June 5, 2008. The collection was donated
by Alick and Grayce Dvirnak and includes
arrowheads, spear points, bullets, casings, stone
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pipes, and pottery shards. The artifacts were
found over the years by the Dvirnak family on
their Dunn County ranch where the battle took
place.

Federal Grant Awarded

The Turtle Mountain Band of Chippewa has
received a $6000 grant from the Institute of
Museum and Library Services to improve library
services on the reservation. The federal grant is to
be used to support library operations and services,
including such things as library staff attending
continuing education courses, workshops, or
conferences, and hiring professional consultants
to assess library operations.

Book Clubs for Youth

The Underwood Public Library welcomed
students entering grades 5-8 to join the summer
Friends “Junior Book Club.” The group read
Fairest by Gail Carson Levine. The “Bookworms”
is a new club for students entering grades 3 and
4. They read Geronimo and the Gold Medal
Mystery. Club members met in early August to
talk about their books, eat pizza, and swim at a
private pool party.

Touch-a-Truck

The Ward County Public Library hosted a “Touch-
a-Truck” event on June 7, 2008 at the Burlington
School parking lot in Minot. Touch-a-truck was
held in conjunction with the library’s summer
reading program. Children were invited to attend
and to touch and explore trucks and other large
vehicles provided by Butler Machinery, Tool Crib
of the North, the U.S. Air Force, Ward County
Highway Department, Hay Coulee Truck and
Welding, Olson’s Towing, and Des Lacs Fire
Department. Kids could also listen to truck
stories, play with toy trucks, participate in a draw-
a-truck contest, and register for prizes.

West Fargo Public Library Adds Computers
Grants from the North Dakota State Library and
Midcontinent Media Foundation totaling $11,838
will be used to buy at least eight laptops for the
West Fargo Public Library. More computers will
allow the library to better meet patron needs,
including offering more computer-related classes.

“Reading Bug” at West Fargo Public Library

To help kids “Catch the Reading Bug!” at West
Fargo Public Library, the summer reading
program included both activity days and program
days with guests or movies. Among the guests
were Don Carey, an entomologist at North
Dakota State University, and Pete Gregoire, a
local beekeeper. The library also held “Camera
Safaris” on June 4 and July 9. Chris Franz,

a photojournalism major at Minnesota State
University Moorhead, led the safaris and offered
tips on taking photographs.

BYyLAW CHANGES

Per a motion made at the May 30, 2008, NDLA
Executive Board meeting, the membership is
hereby notified of proposed changes to Section
and Roundtable Bylaws and the Association's
Bylaws. In addition, two areas of the NDLA
Constitution must be changed to allow this new
type of voting.

Proposed NDLA Bylaws Changes

Article Ill, Section 1 and Section 2. - Nominations
and Elections

ARTICLE 111 - NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS
Section 1. Nominations

The president will appoint a three-member
Nominations and Elections Committee.

A. The Nominations and Elections Committee
proposes a minimum of two NDLA members
for each of the NDLA offices of president-elect,
secretary, and treasurer and reports nominations
to the Executive Board. The Executive Board
approves the nominations prior to the creation

printing of the ballot.

B. The Nominations and Elections Committee
proposes a minimum of two NDLA members
to run as representatives for each affiliated
organization and reports nominations to the
Executive Board. The Executive Board approves
the nominations prior to the creation printing
of the ballot. Terms of office for affiliation
representatives are as specified in the Policies
Handbook.

Section 2. Elections

The Nominations and Election Committee
assumes responsibility for working out election
details as specified in the Policies Handbook.

A. All elections of NDLA officers, affiliation
representatives and officers of sections and
roundtables will be conducted by mait ballot. The
Nominations and Elections Committee prepares
the official mait ballot coordinating it with section
and roundtable chairs. The ballots, which will
provide for write-in votes, will be distributed
maited to the voting membership at least thirty
days prior to the annual conference.

B. A majority vote of all returned maited

election ballots determines election results. The
Nominations and Elections Committee determines
and reports the results of the balloting to the
Executive Board which validates election results
and in disputes regarding elections serves as the
final arbiter.

Changes

Article V, Section 1 and Section 2. — Nominations
and Elections

ARTICLE V. - NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS
Section 1. Nominations

The Chair will forward the names of the
nominees to the NDLA Nominations and Election
Committee. The NDLA Executive Board approves
the nominations prior the creation printing of the
ballot.
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Section 2. Elections

The NDLA Nominations and Election Committee
assumes responsibility for the election. All
elections of (Section/Roundtable name) officers
will be conducted by mait ballot in compliance
with NDLA ballot procedures. The ballot, which
provides for write-in votes, will be distributed
matted to the voting membership at least thirty
days prior to the annual conference.

Proposed NDLA Constitution Changes

Article VIII, Section 1T — Amendments; and Article
[X, Section 1 - Bylaws

ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS

Section 1. Amendments to this constitution must
be submitted in writing to the Constitution/Bylaws
and Policies Committee who will conduct a mail
vote. Proposed constitutional changes will be
presented in writing to the membership at least
one month before voting. Passage will require a
two-thirds majority of those voting.

ARTICLE IX - BYLAWS

Section 1. All proposals for amending the Bylaws
will be submitted in writing to the Constitution,
Bylaws and Policies Committee who will conduct
a mait vote. Proposed Bylaws changes will be
presented in writing to the membership at least
one month before voting. Passage will require a
majority of those voting.

The membership will vote on these changes at the
2008 NDLA Conference.

Converting a Staff Manual to Wiki

Format: a Library Staff Collaboration

Staff members of the University of North Dakota’s
Library of the Health Sciences (Mike Safratowich,
Theresa Norton, Jan Gunderson, and Judy

Rieke) maintained and utilized a staff manual
located on a local shared drive and made up

of MS Word documents for several years. In

fall 2006, a task force was created to address
problems that arose relating to content integrity,
document responsibility, procedures for updating,
organizational structure, and access. After an
extensive review, we concluded that the problems

were largely attributable to the inherent structure
of the shared drive which depended upon a
hierarchical system of folders and files. We began
to look for an alternate format, and we decided
that converting the library’s staff manual to wiki
format was a possible solution to our problems.

The task force was composed of six staff
members. MediaWiki (www.mediawiki.

org), a web-based wiki software application,
was identified as the most suitable program

for our needs. MediaWiki is a free software
package originally developed for the Wikipedia
encyclopedia.

A test wiki was set up which provided a learning
environment for data input. Subject and
departmental categories were defined reflecting
the manual’s content. At least one category
from this pre-defined list was required to be
associated with each document. Additional
categories reflecting content could be added at
the discretion of the responsible person.

The group collaboratively reviewed existing staff
manual documents and based upon content
assigned them to individual task force members
for conversion. After a brief period of training,
staff began the conversion process. The actual
conversion process exposed staff to formatting
conventions, editing capabilities, tracking a
document’s history, and using discussion and
watch features. Forms and other documents
designed for printing were converted to PDF
format. They were then uploaded to the wiki.

The task force met on a biweekly basis to
review documents that had been converted and
to address areas of concern. Minutes of the
meetings were recorded and circulated to task
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force members to maintain momentum. After
documents were finalized on the test server, they
were moved to production. Other staff members
were then given training and access to the staff
manual.

Results

The wiki provides desirable features such as
flexibility for editing, automatic tracking of
changes, easy identification of authorship,
collaboration on documents, a nonlinear
organizational structure with multiple access
points, remote access, and password control.
It also allows for relatively easy conversion of
existing documents.

Developing wiki input skills and finding the
time for converting documents were among our
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e-»-Cud
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challenges. The project also required a great deal
of collaboration among staff in transforming our
staff manual from what had become a rigid and
outmoded environment to a more dynamic one.

Our experience has been very positive to date.
We see use of a wiki as an option that could be
applied to a number of library applications where
integrity and security of information, as well as
ease of access to information and collaboration
are needed.

Karen’s Note: If you are making a wiki using
MediaWiki, you will need access to your server to
install it. There are other programs like Wetpaint
(www.wetpaint.com), which is free that are
available on the Internet that you can use without
accessing your server.
