





Library Launches Program
to Encourage Guys to Read

The Minot Public Library in cooperation with the
Minot Public Schools, the North Central Reading
Association, Friends of the Library, and the Skyrockets
sponsored a “Guys Read” promotion in the elementary
schools during February, March, and April.

Children’s librarian Paulette Nelson recruited eight
Minot High School-Magic City Campus guys to appear
on posters or bookmarks that encourage younger boys
to pick up a book. The posters were distributed to the
elementary schools. The posters were funded through
the Minot Public School Foundation in cooperation
with the North Central Reading Association and
printed by the public schools. The Library printed
bookmarks and “Guys Read” brochures for
distribution.

The “Guys Read” night was held in conjunction with
a Skyrockets basketball game on February 26, 2008.
Elementary school children were admitted into the
game at half-price by showing their library cards. The
Friends of the Library purchased 100 small basketballs
printed with the logos of the North Central Reading
Association, Minot Public Library, Minot Public School
Foundation, Skyrockets, and “Guys Read.” The balls
were thrown out to those attending the game.

MidContinent Cable is now broadcasting a “Guys
Read” PSA, which will run from February to May

and again from September to November, 2008. The
program was also promoted in a Minot Daily News
feature article and the newspaper’s calendar of events.

Guys Night@the Library kicked off on March 31,
2008, for dads and their school-age children. This
event featured science teacher Mike Kelly doing
simple, hands-on experiments that can be done at
home. The April program featured a speaker on
baseball card collecting. The Library will continue to
provide programs targeting boys throughout the year.

Advanced Online Research

Advanced Online Research will explore basic and
advanced searching methods for the ODIN catalog,
available Online Library Resources, and Internet sites
selected by North Dakota State Library staff. This class
is designed for school teachers and school library
media specialists who have a basic familiarity with
the online resources. Note: The content of this course
covers the same materials as Electronic Resources
Searching Techniques that was taught in 2006.

Credit for the Advanced Online Research is available
for teachers from Minot State University, University
of North Dakota, and North Dakota State University.
Credit is available for school library media specialists
from Valley City State University. Registration will be
posted on the State Library's Web site: www.library.
nd.gov, or you may register with Sue Clark at 1-800-
472-2104.

For credit through Minot State University, University
of North Dakota, and North Dakota State University,
there is both a $10 workshop fee and a $50 graduate
credit fee to be paid to the instructors on the first
day of classes (please write separate checks for the
graduate credit fee and the workshop fee).

For credit through Valley City State University, you
may register directly and pay online through Valley
City State University by linking to their website:
https://secure.vcsu.edu/extend/profdev-registration.
htm. If you choose not to pay online, you may pay
the instructors on the first day of classes. There

is a $10 workshop fee in addition to the $50
graduate credit cost (please write separate checks
for the graduate credit fee and the workshop fee).
Recertification credit for Library Media Specialists
must be taken from Valley City State University.

Omer Lemire was born in 1915 in a sod house
in the North Dakota Badlands. At the celebration
of his 93rd birthday on March 30, 2008, in
Conway, Arkansas, Lemire sold the first copies

of his newly published autobiography, Badlands
and Battlefields. The book tells about his years
in North Dakota, his experiences during the
Great Depression, and his World War Il service.
Lemire was one of the soldiers given cameras
and sent to document the liberated concentration
camp at Dachau, where 43,000 people were
killed. Many of his papers and photos are stored
at the University of Central Arkansas Archives.

Andi Oliver, first introduced to
readers in Biting the Moon, is
back in a new book by Martha
Grimes entitled Dakota
($25.95, 368 p., hardcover).
Andi, an amnesiac and drifter
who moves from one waitress
job to another, lands in
Kingdom, North Dakota, and
takes a job with a pig farming
operation. Appalled by the
inhumane treatment of the animals at the farm
and at a nearby slaughterhouse, Andi resolves to
find a way to call management to account. The
editorial review posted on the Barnes and Noble
site (www.barnesandnoble.com) said, “Set against
the breathtakingly expansive backdrop of the
American plains, Dakota will reward Grimes's
legion of fans as well as attracting new readers.”
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Coming to a theatre near you? Possibly. Dangers
from Within is an 81-minute, North Dakota-
made movie that had its first public screening on
December 1, 2007, at the sixth annual Forx Film
Fest in Grand Forks, and a special gala premier at
Empire Arts Center in Grand Forks on December
14, 2007. The film opened for a regular theatrical
run at River Cinema in East Grand Forks,
Minnesota, on February 22, 2008. Dangers

from Within was shot in Grand Forks during

the summer of 2007 by Christopher P. Jacobs,

a UND lecturer and filmmaker. Jacobs wrote,
produced, directed, photographed, and edited the
film. He describes it as “sort of a combination

of Nancy Drew and The Da Vinci Code set in a
Midwestern college town. It’s basically a gothic
thriller with an underlying sense of humor.” For
more information, visit www.und.edu/instruct/
cjacobs/Website/DangersFromWithin.htm.

The book tells the story of a
North Dakota clothier who rescued more than
140 German Jews from the impending Holocaust
during the 1930s. Stern had immigrated to the
United States and first sponsored the immigration
of relatives, then expanded his efforts to include
others.

Other books by Shoptaugh, a professor of history
and the University Archivist at Minnesota State
University-Moorhead, include The Growers:
Sugar in the Valley (1993) and Roots of Success:
History of the Red River Valley Sugar Beet
Growers (1997) .

A New Library for Jamestown?

A public meeting to talk about the
future of Jamestown'’s Alfred Dickey
Public Library was held on April 3,
2008. The current building is too
small for the community’s needs.
These options are being considered:
building an addition to the current
building, tearing down the current building and
building on the same site, renovating an existing
building in town, or finding a new site for a new
building. Architects Rick McCarthy and Michael
Burns of Burnidge Cassel Associates are working
on the project. If the library does move out of its
current building, a committee is developing plans
to create a Louis L'Amour interpretative center in
the old building.

Buffalo City’s Big Read

The Alfred Dickey Public Library partnered with
the Jamestown Arts Center to sponsor a month-
long “Big Read” during April and May. The Big
Read is an initiative of the National Endowment
for the Arts designed to restore reading to the
center of American culture.

The project was funded
by the library’s Seeds for Our Future Foundation
and included the purchase of a microfilm/fiche
reader.

The Carrington City Library recently made the
transition from a paper-based card catalog to an
automated system. The library used grant funds
to add its holdings to ODIN (Online Dakota

Information Network) through the North Dakota
State Library’s Statewide Catalog Development
Department.

The Fessenden-Bowdon School Library is also
using a $16,700 grant from the State Library
and embarking on a project to automate their
collection.

Feast for Furniture

Crosby’s Town and Country Study Club held a
fundraising brunch at the Crosby Moose Lodge
on April 20 to help pay for new furniture at the
Divide County Library. Under the guidance of
Library Director Leslie Deering, the library has
received nearly $90,000 in grants in the past
2-1/2 years. One of those grants was a Library
Vision 2010/Library Services and Technology Act
(LSTA) award for $66,308, which enabled the
library to become fully automated and linked to
ODIN.

New Bookmobile for Dickinson Area

The Dickinson Area Public Library plans to
replace its bookmobile at the end of the year and
has contracted with a North Carolina company
to custom build a new one. The library’s first
bookmobile was a used bread truck, which was
donated by the Dickinson Jaycees around 1970.
In 1982, the Dickinson Eagles gave the library
a Ford van, which was in use until 1995. The
current bookmobile is a diesel-powered bus
lined with oak shelves and has logged 166,000
miles to serve 3,712-square-miles of territory in
Stark, Slope, and Billings counties. For more
information, go to http://www.dickinsonlibrary.

Librarian Darlene Reilly applied for and
received a $1,000 grant from Midcontinent
Communications to purchase books for children
and adults and craft supplies for the children’s
reading program at the Dodge Library.

Through the program, the library will deliver
library materials to people who are house-bound
or who live at Evergreen Place or the Prince of
Peace Care Center.

Building Project on Schedule

Construction of Fargo’s new Main Library
continues with the installation of metal stud
walls and rigid foam insulation on the building’s
exterior. The process of choosing interior finishes
and furnishings and planning for the opening
day collection for the new Main Library is also
under way. If construction continues as planned,
the opening of the new library is on track for
spring 2009. Once the new library opens, the
names of major donors will be on transparent
acrylic tiles lining the main circulation room.
The tiles will be in bright colors to match the
vibrant colors planned for the rest of the library
and will form a line at eye level against a wood
backdrop. Library director Tim Dirks said, “The
beauty of it is you can’t help but see it.” For
more information about Fargo’s library building
projects, visit www.cityoffargo.com/newlibraries.

Taught by
Branch Services Manager Lori K. West in the Dr.
James Carlson Library, the 30-minute class also
showed library users how to renew and request
items and how to use other “My Account”
features.

On March 15, the Fargo Public Library offered a
financial literacy class geared to kids ages 7-10.
“It All Add$ Up” was a 90-minute class taught
by Concordia College students involved in the
SIFE (Students in Free Enterprise) organization.

Valley City State University’s online Master of Education (M. Ed.) degree

is practitioner-oriented and designed specifically for practicing teachers in
elementary or secondary schools, although some teachers in community and
technical colleges would also find it appropriate. The program requires five
core courses that provide the foundation for educational research and graduate
study in education. Three concentrations are available: Library and Information
Technologies, Teaching and Technology, and Technology Education.

Online classes in the Library and Information Technologies concentration
were offered for the first time during the Spring 2008 semester. The library
concentration curriculum meets both the AASL/NCATE (American Association
of School Librarians/ National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education)
School Library Media Specialist Preparation Standards and the North Dakota
Department of Public Instruction standards for the preparation of library media
specialists at the highest credential level - LMOT.

Grant funds from the Laura Bush 21st Century Librarian Program from the
Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) were fundamental in helping
VCSU write the curriculum and start the new Library and Information
Technologies concentration. The grant award was first announced in June
2007 and gave VCSU $573,909 (matching amount $292,517) for Project
Nexus.

The description of Project Nexus on the IMLS Web site says: “Valley City State
University, in partnership with North Dakota Indian Education Association
(NDIEA), North Dakota Education Association-Library Media Association
(NDEA-LMA), and the North Dakota Teacher Center (NDTC), will develop
and institutionalize Project Nexus, a new graduate curriculum in library and
information technologies. North Dakota has been without a master’s level
library media degree program since the mid-1970s. Project Nexus will create
an online, comprehensive graduate program in Library and Information
Technologies to meet national standards for school media certification; recruit
15 graduate students per year from underserved, rural populations; provide
tuition assistance to support disadvantaged applicants; and successfully
implement a continuing graduate library education program at Valley City
State.”

Tuition support awards, funded by the grant and awarded by VCSU, will
provide up to 21 credits of tuition and fees support for LMIS coursework in the
Master of Education program. These IMLS tuition support awards are available
from spring 2008 through summer 2010.

Paint.Net

Paint.Net is a nifty paint program that you can
download for free. It was listed as one of the top
products of the year in PC World. Originally, it
was intended to replace the paint program that
comes with Windows Operating Systems.

Paint.Net can do quite a bit. You can use it to
paint or to edit your photographs, and it has
layers so you can use your choice of effects, such
as artistic, blurs, distort, noise, photo, render,
and stylize. Like many of the programs you

can purchase, Paint.Net includes features like
hue/saturation, sepia, the magic wand, ellipse
select, and others. You can also save your work
in various file formats. If you haven't tried this
product, download it and test it out.

Be
sure to look at the forum. It has a lot of good
ideas for using the program. Click on FORUM
and then the TUTORIALS-PUBLISHING ONLY to
see a lot of interesting techniques.

cool, interactive tutorial that teaches you about
the tools used in this product.

ICE

ICE stands for “In Case of Emergency.” Many
times people are involved in an accident or

have a medical condition or are in some way
incapacitated. When a first emergency responder
sees them, they may not know who to contact

-- a family member, friend, or another person. In
the mid-2000s, someone started the ICE program,
which allowed people to put emergency contact
information in their cell phone address book
under “ICE.” You may want to do this, too.

Backing Up Data, part 1l

Backing Up Non-system Files

It is important to have data backed up on external
media. External media can be a CD-ROM, DVD,
or an external hard drive. The external drive is
the best. If a hard drive crashes, having these
files on external media allows the user to move to
another computer and access those files. The files
can also be easily restored to the computer once
it is repaired or replaced.

Putting in a blank CD-ROM or DVD and then
dragging the files to be backed up to it is the
fastest way to make a backup of user files.

Following these directions will create a simple
back up of all of the files in the My Documents
folder to an external drive.

1. Connect the external drive and make sure that
it has a drive letter.

2. Create the destination for the back up files
using Windows Explorer. Naming the
destination directory with month and year each
time creates a series of backup files to review
if the latest version does not work or is also
somehow infected.

3. Open a command prompt window. Start
button — All Programs — Accessories —
Command Prompt

4. Enter the command XCOPY "source"
"destination" /s

Let's break that last step down into individual
parts with an example.

XCOPY "C:\Documents and Settings\bryan\My
Documents\*" "E:\bryan\My Documents\Jan08" /s
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XCOPY is the command that will copy all of the
files.

Source — Where the files that you want to copy
reside. The original files are in C:\Documents
and Settings\bryan\My Documents\

Destination — Where the copies will be stored.
Here that is an external drive E: Your system
may use a different letter for the external drive.
The copies will be created in E:\bryan\My
Documents\Jan08\

The /s makes XCOPY work down the directory
structure and include all subfolders.

This is a quick way to create a backup of all of
the items in the My Documents folder. Running
the command every week for data intensive
projects and/or monthly will provide a robust set
of copies.

Ten Obscure Google Search Tips

Judy Rieke shared this link she learned about from
Tom Egger: http://lifehacker.com/339474/top-10-
obscure-google-search-tricks. Among its time-
saving tips are a how to track airline flight arrival
and departure times, how to find out what time it
is in another city, currency conversions, how to
remove affiliate links from product searches, and
more.

I do not recommend that you try using Google as
a free proxy (Tip #6), because your IT department
will probably be alerted and you might not like
the results. One of the comments on this site said
that it set off alarms at his/her IT department.
